AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO CHAPTER 32 OF THE OKLAHOMA
CITY MUNICIPAL CODE, 2012, ENTITLED “MOTOR VEHICLES AND
TRAFFIC,” TO PROVIDE CERTAIN REGULATIONS REGARDING
PERSONS STANDING, SITTING, OR STAYING ON CERTAIN PUBLIC
STREETS, HIGHWAYS, OR MEDIANS; AMENDING CHAPTER 32,
ARTICLE 1, SECTION 32-1 OF THE OKLAHOMA CITY MUNICIPAL
CODE, 2010, TO INCLUDE A DEFINITION FOR “MEDIAN” AND TO
AMEND THE DEFINITION FOR “EMERGENCY;” AMENDING CHAPTER
32, ARTICLE XIII, SECTION 32-458 OF THE OKLAHOMA CITY
MUNICIPAL CODE, 2010, TO DELETE ALL CURRENT WORDING IN
SAID SECTION 32-458 AND TO PROVIDE REGULATIONS RELATING TO
PERSONS STANDING, SITTING, OR STAYING ON CERTAIN PUBLIC
STREETS, HIGHWAYS, OR MEDIANS; FURTHER PROVIDING A
PURPOSE FOR SUCH REGULATIONS AND FOR CERTAIN EXCEPTIONS
