RESOLUTION

RESOLUTION INTRODUCING PROPOSITIONS AND PROJECTS FOR A
CITYWIDE GENERAL OBLIGATION BOND ELECTION AND DIRECTING
THE PREPARATION OF ELECTION DOCUMENTS FOR FUTURE
CONSIDERATION BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council consider it advisable to cause the necessary
documents to be prepared calling a citywide general obligation bond election to be held on
September 12, 2017 (“Election Documents”), and in furtherance thereof, the City Manager, his
staff, the Office of Municipal Counselor and Bond Counsel have prepared the following
propositions and projects (‘“Propositions and Projects™).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council that (i) the
following Propositions and Projects are introduced and (ii) the City Manager, the Office of
Municipal Counselor and Bond Counsel are directed to further refine and develop the language
of the Propositions and Projects and to prepare the Election Documents in general conformance
therewith, and to submit the Election Documents for review and consideration by the Mayor and
Council on June 13, 2017 and final adoption on June 20, 2017, to wit:

PROPOSITION NO. 1

(STREETS)

Shall The City of Oklahoma City, State of Oklahoma, incur an indebtedness by
issuing registered bonds in the sum of Four Hundred Ninety Million Five
Hundred Sixty Thousand Dollars ($490,560,000) to provide funds for the purpose
of constructing, reconstructing, improving, and repairing streets, including
sidewalks and street enhancement improvements, along with street maintenance
and construction equipment and materials, to be completed with or without the
use of other funds, and levy and collect an annual tax, in addition to all other
taxes, upon all the taxable property in said City sufficient to pay the interest on
said bonds as it falls due, and also to constitute a sinking fund for the payment of
the principal thereof when due, said bonds to bear interest at a rate not to exceed
ten percent (10%) per annum, payable semi-annually, and to become due serially
within twenty-five years from their date?

The specific projects for which the proceeds of the aforesaid bonds shall be expended, which
may be accomplished through participation with other governmental agencies and others and
which may be accomplished in phases, and the dollar amounts for each project shall be as
follows:

(BRIDGES)

Shall The City of Oklahoma City, State of Oklahoma, incur an indebtedness by
issuing registered bonds in the sum of Twenty Six Million Seven Hundred Ninety
Five Thousand Dollars ($26,795,000) to provide funds for the purpose of
replacing, constructing, reconstructlng, 1mpr0V1ng, rehabilitating and repairing
bridges, along with related bridge equipment, signage, materials and technology
improvements, to be completed with or without the use of other funds, and levy

The specific projects for which the proceeds of the aforesaid bonds shall be expended, which
may be accomplished through participation with other governmental agencies and others and
which may be accomplished in phases, and the dollar amounts for each project shall be as
follows:

A. Purchase public transit buses. $14,250,000

B. Bus stop improvements, to include shelters, pedestrian access
facilities, sidewalks along transit routes, and technology
improvements related to bus stops. $4,125,000

PROPOSITION NO. 11

(ECONOMIC AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT)

Shall the City of Oklahoma City, State of Oklahoma, incur an indebtedness by
issuing its bonds in the sum of Sixty Million Dollars ($60,000,000) for the
purpose of economic and community development in Oklahoma City, with or
without the use of other funds, and levy and collect a special tax, payable annually
in addition to all other taxes, upon all the taxable property in said City sufficient
to pay the interest on said bonds as it falls due, and also to constitute a sinking
fund for the payment of the principal thereof when due, said bonds to bear interest
at not to exceed the rate of ten percent (10%) per annum, payable semiannually
and to become due within thirty (30) years from their date: Provided however,
that in no event shall the real and personal taxable property in said City be subject
to a special tax in excess of five mills on the dollar for all bonds issued pursuant
to Section 35, Article X of the Oklahoma Constitution?

The Economic and Community Development Projects for which the proceeds of the aforesaid
$60,000,000 Economic and Community Development Bonds shall be loaned, granted or
expended shall be limited to qualified economic and community development purposes as
defined in Title 62, Section 802 of the Oklahoma Statutes, as amended, and for the purpose of
encouraging economic and community development within or near Oklahoma City by providing
loans, grants, other incentives or by City expenditures in furtherance of job creation and private
investment in the community; and, for expenses of the bond issue. Guidelines will be established
by the City which will assure accountability and adherence to sound economic and community
development standards. Proceeds of the Economic and Community Development Bonds may be
expended with or without the participation by other economic and community development
agencies and entities.

and levy and collect an annual tax, in addition to all other taxes, upon all the
taxable property in said City sufficient to pay the interest on said bonds as it falls
due, and also to constitute a sinking fund for the payment of the principal thereof
when due, said bonds to bear interest at a rate not to exceed ten percent (10%) per
annum, payable semi-annually, and to become due serially within twenty-five
years from their date?
